Silent Installations

& Automated Setups

Background & Definition
Silent installations are installations that run without a user interface.  Often on a large scale deployment, network login scripts are run for users that automate drive mapping, software and hardware inventory, and automated installations.  EIOBoard’s setup file is created with the option to automate the installation and install without the user having to walk through any prompts.  This document covers the basics of how to configure a script that will help you automate the client installations and covers a method to deploy company EIOBoard settings through a registry file.

Running The Silent Installation

If you are installing the EIOBoard Application Interface or EIOBoard Outlook Interface silently, you will use:

NameOfInstallationFile.msi (Example “EIOBoardApp.msi”)
The batch file must be in the same directory as your EIOBoard setup file.
Exporting & Using Registry Files For EIOBoard Settings
On a large scale deployment, individually installing and altering necessary product settings can be time consuming. This can be automated by using a registry import file.  You can go to a PC and setup all the default settings, then export the folder to get all the settings.
32-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Savance

64-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Wow6432Node\Savance
You can then just double click on the registry file to import the new settings onto another computer.  When using the EIOBoard Application Interface, the settings reside in:

32-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Savance\Eioboard.Net
64-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Wow6432Node\Savance\Eioboard.Net
When using the EIOBoard Outlook Interface, the settings reside in:
32-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Savance\EIOBoard Outlook Addin
64-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Wow6432Node\Savance\Eioboard.Net
If you choose to automatically start the EIOBoard Application Interface on startup, you may also want to export:
32-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Microsoft\Windows\CurrentVersion\Run

64-bit:
HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Wow6432Node\Microsoft\Windows\CurrentVersion\Run

Open the file with a text editor to include the EIOBoard.exe line as part of the registry file.  You can then combine the two .reg files by copying and pasting with a text editor such as Notepad.  This single .reg file can then be used to update EIOBoard to startup automatically and use the settings that you configured and exported into the registry file.  
To apply these registry settings immediately after the EIOBoard Setup completes, at the bottom of the batch file, make sure the following statement exists:

Regedit.exe /s "full path/file.reg"
